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PRESBYTERIAN COUNSELLING SERVICE

SUMMARY REQUIREMENTS 

FOR CONTRACT COUNSELLORS

Counsellors wishing to register as contract providers for the Presbyterian Counselling Service must meet the following criteria. Counsellors must:

· Have signed the Presbyterian Counselling Service Statement of Faith,

· Have a recognised tertiary (degree) qualification in Counselling, Social Work or Psychology. (copies of relevant qualifications required),
· Be currently registered with a recognised professional body or a member of a professional organisation relevant to their counselling practice e.g. NSW Psychologist Registration Board, Australian Association of Social Workers, Association of Personal Counsellors (evidence of registration or membership with a professional body and agree to forward current proof at annual review required),
· Have completed a minimum of 2 years supervised counselling practice or full time equivalent,
· Be currently receiving regular clinical supervision (name and contact details of current supervisor required),
· Comply with all relevant Federal and State Legislation including but not limited to the Privacy Act 1988 (Comm),
· Comply with all relevant policies and processes established by the Presbyterian Church of Australia, including but not limited to Breaking the Silence,

· Have current Professional Indemnity Insurance and Public Liability Insurance (copy required to be provided), and
· Agree to participate in annual review and evaluation of the Presbyterian Counselling Service and therefore agree to data collection and monitoring processes (as outlined in the contract upon acceptance as a provider of service).
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
